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LETTER FROM THE DIRECTOR



NEWS FROM YIVO

This June, travelers from the United States, 
Israel, and Australia joined YIVO’s fourth annual 
Lithuania and Poland Study Tour. Noted histo-
rian Dr. Samuel Kassow took the participants 
on an unforgettable journey of historical and 
personal discovery. Being exposed to our 
recent past and seeing the places where the 
greatest tragedy in our history occurred was an 
unparalleled experience. Meeting the dynamic 

young Jews rebuilding new communities and recognizing a past that we 
thought was obliterated was deeply moving. And hearing the voices of 
the Jewish Culture Festival, the largest Jewish festival in Europe, was a 
one-of-a kind cultural pleasure. 

In Lithuania, tour participants visited the National Library and the Central 
State Archives—YIVO’s partners in the landmark Edward Blank YIVO Vilna 
Online Collections project, an international preservation and digitization 
initiative to virtually reunite YIVO’s prewar library and archival collections 
located in New York City and Vilnius. We also attended the unveiling 
ceremony of the YIVO Commemorative Plaque at 18 Vivulskio Street, the 
site where YIVO’s original building stood from 1933 until its destruction 
in 1944. In Poland, we discovered the remarkable treasures of Warsaw 
and Krakow, walked through the magical Białowieża Forest, and visited 
historical sites at Łódź and Lublin.

As Beryl Benderly, one of the tour participants, remarked: “They say that 
travel broadens, but I think that the trip we just shared did something dif-
ferent. It deepened—deepened my understanding of my shtetl ancestors 
and my sense of connection to the world they lived in and how it shaped 
me and all Jews.” �

YIVO’s sold-out Saints and Sinners Literary 
Tour of Ukraine visited numerous sites of major 
Jewish figures throughout Ukraine, among 
them the good, the bad, and the ugly. Our 
intrepid scholar, Samuel Kassow, led the group 
of 23 travelers, providing a unique perspective 
on the lives and works of important Jewish writ-
ers in the very places they lived and worked.

Starting in Kiev at the Sholem Aleichem Museum, we saw artifacts and 
a presentation about the great Yiddish writer. We also visited the Ver-
nadsky Library, home to one of the largest and most important collections 
of Judaica in the world. The library has hundreds of pinkasim (commu-
nal record books) and rare original recordings from Sh. An-ski’s 1912 
ethnographic expedition. Just outside Kiev, we stopped at Babi Yar, 
where approximately 33,000 Jews were murdered by the Nazis and their 
Ukrainian henchmen over two days in September 1941. 

We visited the shtetlekh where Sholem Aleichem was born and raised—
considered the birthplace of his literary craft—and the tombs of Hasidic 
master, Rabbi Levi Yitzhak, the founder of the Hasidic movement, the 
Ba’al Shem Tov, and Reb Nakhman of Bratslav. 

In Odessa, once home to the third largest Jewish community in Europe, 
we walked to the homes of writers Isaac Babel, Hayim Nahman Bialik, Vlad-
imir Jabotinsky, Mendele Moykher Sforim, and Sholem Aleichem, among 
others. We discussed their lives and works and read from their writings. 
Sam Kassow read Isaac Babel’s description of Benya Krik’s wedding in an 
Odessa courtyard – in the very courtyard in which it took place.

Participants got a taste of the richness of Ukrainian Jewish culture—from 
the saints to the sinners—all where it took place, where the smells and 
the tastes of life are still the same. �

On July 6, 2019, the Cross of the Knight 
of the Order for Merits to Lithuania was 
conferred upon YIVO Executive Director 
and CEO Jonathan Brent by H.E. Dalia 
Grybauskaitė, President of the Republic 
of Lithuania.

The 
YIVO building was at the center of the Jewish scholarly world from 
1933 until its destruction in 1944, after being ransacked by the 
Nazis. The plaque was installed to honor YIVO’s contributions to 
both the Lithuanian and Jewish communities. �

Yiddish Anarchism:  
New Scholarship on a Forgotten Tradition
(JANUARY 20) Despite the importance of Yiddish anarchism to the 
histories of both the U.S. Left and the Jewish community, it has 
been largely forgotten and written out of historical scholarship. This 
conference, the first of its kind, highlighted emerging scholarship 
on the world of Yiddish-speaking anarchists. It brought together 
an interdisciplinary group of scholars whose research examines the 
origin, evolution, and contributions of Jewish anarchism in New York 
and beyond. Hundreds of people attended this conference, which 
was written about in the Times of Israel, JTA, and Jewish Currents.

and all the days were purple
(APRIL 9) YIVO celebrated the launch of and all the days were purple, 
a “ravishing” (The New Yorker) new album by YIVO’s Director of 
Public Programs, composer Alex Weiser. The album features songs 
that set Yiddish and English poems to music and search for the 
divine while reflecting on the longing, beauty, and tumult of life. 
These new songs emerge in part from Weiser’s encounters with 
Jewish music and Yiddish literary culture while at YIVO. And all the 
days were purple ranked on both the Classical Albums Billboard 
Chart and the Classical Crossover Albums Billboard Chart. 

Carnegie Hall’s Migrations Festival Comes to YIVO: 
The Musical Legacy of Eastern European Jews 
(APRIL 10) Participating in Carnegie Hall’s Migrations Festival, YIVO 
hosted an event to explore Carnegie Hall’s musical program From 
Shtetl to Stage. Mark Slobin, acclaimed scholar of East European 
and American Jewish music, discussed a range of Yiddish the-
ater songs, novelty numbers, concert music, and songs of social 
movements. Chana Pollack, archivist of The Forward, looked at 
how Jewish immigrants were offered a platform for entry into the 
American dream. Daniel Kahn, Eleanor Reissa, and Lorin Sklamberg 
spoke about the music they would perform in From Shtetl to Stage, 
and on the continued influence of Jewish music in today’s musical 
culture. YIVO’s participation in these programs was written about 
in The New York Times, Forbes Magazine, and Tablet Magazine.

Memory of the Past and the Battle 
for a Promising Future
(MAY 6) Catholic priest Father Patrick Desbois, founder and 
president of Yahad-In Unum, came to YIVO to speak about the 
organization’s work identifying mass Jewish killing sites and collect-
ing forensic evidence of the executions. Father Desbois discussed 
Yahad-In Unum’s efforts to uncover genocidal practices around 
the world, gather testimony from Yazidi survivors of the ISIS crimes 
perpetrated in Iraq and Syria, and facilitate their difficult return to 
society by providing psychological and humanitarian aid. 
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The Summer Program class of 2019.

The 2019 Summer Program cohort is our 
largest in more than a decade, with 75 stu-
dents ages 16-76 from countries around the 
world, including Argentina, Canada, England, 
Germany, Japan, Israel, Lithuania, Poland, 
Romania, Russia, Switzerland, and Ukraine. 
New additions to this year’s Summer Program 
include: a Yiddish refresher course taught by 
Dovid Braun, a Workshop on Teaching Yiddish 
taught by Miriam Trinh and Eliezer Niborski, 
a course on Jewish Food in the Yiddish Press 

taught by Eve Jochnowitz, and a Yiddish Civilization Lecture Series 
featuring ten lectures from leading scholars in the field on topics 
ranging from theater and Yiddish literature to Yiddish linguistics, 
the history of YIVO, and Yiddish anarchist poetry. Students also 
went to see Fidler afn dakh (Fiddler on the Roof ) and visited 
CYCO, the last surviving Yiddish bookstore in New York City. The 
program continues to train the next generation of Yiddish schol-
ars, teachers, and students, fostering the continuation of Yiddish 
language and culture.

The opera State of the Jews follows Theodor 
Herzl in the last year of his life, as his efforts to 
secure a Jewish homeland become increasingly 
desperate.
